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Synopsis AS/MIG/2009/CB/09 15 December 2009

The Committee on Migration, Refugees and Population, meeting in Paris, on 9 December 2009, with Mrs
Jonker (Netherlands, EPP/CD) in the Chair, as regards:

- Detention of asylum seekers and irregular migrants in Europe (Rapporteur: Mrs Mendonga,
Portugal, SOC): in the absence of the rapporteur, heard a statement by its Chair, approved the draft report
unanimously and adopted a draft resolution and a draft recommendation, as amended;

- Solving property issues of refugees and displaced persons (Rapporteur: Mr Poulsen, Denmark,
ALDE): heard a statement by the Rapporteur, approved the draft report unanimously and adopted a draft
resolution and a draft recommendation, as amended;

- Human rights implications for voluntary return policies and programme for irregular migrants
(Rapporteur: Mrs Tirkéne, Turkey, EPP/CD): heard a statement by the rapporteur on her fact-finding visit to
the United Kingdom (25-26 November 2009), authorised her to carry out a fact-finding visit to Calais (France)
and requested its Chair to ask the Bureau to extend the validity of the reference until 30 June 2010;

- Cooperation with the UNHCR: heard a presentation by Mr Olivier BEER, UNHCR Representative
to the European Institutions in Strasbourg;
