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- Election of judges to the European Court of Human Rights: took note of the timetable
foreseen for the term of office of judges to be elected at the January 2008 part-session;

i. endorsed the conclusions reached at the meeting held during the part-session between the
President and the Chairpersons of the Committee on Political Affairs, the Committee on Legal
Affairs and Human Rights and the Monitoring Committee;

Affairs Committee for the conduct of future votes by secret ballot;
