- Transparency of the work of the Committee of Ministers (Rapporteur: Mr Cekuolis, 
Lithuania, ALDE): adopted a draft recommendation and agreed to present the report to the 
Standing Committee in Bucharest (25 November 2005); 
 
- Interpretation of Article 15 of the General Agreement on Privileges and Immunities of 
the Council of Europe (Rapporteur: Mr Jurgens, Netherlands, SOC): in the absence of the 
rapporteur, decided to examine a preliminary draft resolution at its next meeting; 
 
- Membership of past Presidents of the Parliamentary Assembly in the Political Affairs 
Committee (Rapporteur: Mr Höfer, Germany, SOC): following the reference back to the committee 
of the report by the Standing Committee, decided to resume the discussion at one of its next 
meetings; 
 
- Obligation of new members of the Assembly to make or sign a solemn statement 
affirming to subscribe to the aims and basic principles of the Council of Europe: appointed 
Mr Van Overmeire (Belgium, NR) as rapporteur; 
 
- Left it to the Committee Chairman to consult members on the date of the next meeting and 
agreed to meet also during the next part-session of the Assembly (23-27 January 2006). 
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
